      Caring for your Oriental 
 

•      Good padding and protection under 
furniture legs is highly recommended to 
protect the rug from undue wear. 

•      Vacuuming regularly will do an 
excellent job of removing surface soil. 
As the brush on some vacuums may be 
too harsh for every-day, use attachment, 
and remember to vacuum under 
furniture to prevent moth damage. 

•      If you should spill a liquid, use paper 
towels to absorb excess moisture; then 
dilute the area with water and blot, 
raising the wet area until dry.  For food 
spills, try to remove as carefully as 
possible with a dull knife, then follow 
the same steps as for liquids. 

•      If you store your a carpet for any 
length of time, take care to pack your 
Oriental with moth repellents, and wrap 
in strong paper.  Professional cleaning 
before storing is advisable. 

•      Professional cleaning with natural 
products is necessary usually every 3-5 
years to maintain the value of your rug.  
Never steam clean or use harsh 
chemicals or bleaches.  Rugs made with 
good wool and dyes will always clean 
very nicely.
